First Holy Communion: Given the current pandemic we have not yet
celebrated our 2020 First Holy Communion and yet the time for
registering for our 2021 classes is drawing near. Such an occasion is an
important and memorable moment in our journey of faith and I would, in
the circumstances, nonetheless like our children to have the best
experience that we can safely manage (e.g. not making their First Holy
Communion masked if possible).
