All the services will be the same and all will include the Passion, a
communal veneration of the Cross and the reception of Holy Communion.

Holy Saturday, 3 April, will be at 5.00pm & 6.30pm &

Easter Sunday, 4 April, at 9.00am & 10.00am
The Renewal of Baptismal Promises will take place at all Masses. The
Vigil ceremonies are significantly curtailed, e.g. the Easter fire is to be
omitted and the vigil readings will be truncated.
