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During Lent

- 2 March, Ash Wednesday, with Masses at 10.00am & 7.00pm.

Ash Wednesday is a Day of Fasting & Abstinence: everyone aged
14 years and older must abstain from consuming meat, while everyone
aged from 18 to 59 must fast, unless exempt (usually for a medical
reason). Regardless of age everyone is encouraged to observe the spirit of
the day and to assume some form of penance.

During his life on earth Our Lord undertook voluntary penance,
e.g. the Forty Days in the desert, and he invited us all to do the same. Our
penance can therefore be offered spiritually as a share in his own
suffering, especially in his blessed Passion and Death. Christian penance
is also an expression of inner conversion and a form of reparation for sin,
it should be a personal action or sacrifice offered in love for God and
neighbour. Following Christ means we must always practise some form of
penance and devote ourselves in a particular way to prayer, self-denial and
works of charity.

Next Saturday, 5 March, A morning of Lenten Recollection with a
Talk on ‘Walking with the Lord,” at 10.30am, Exposition of the Blessed
Sacrament at 11.05am with Confessions available, Benediction at
11.50am and concluding with Mass at 12 noon.

From 6 March, after the Lenten Sunday 10.00am Mass, there will be
Stations of the Cross. Please sign-up if you are willing to lead.

From 7 March, on Mondays in Lent there will be Mass at 7.15am.

From 8 March, on Tuesdays in Lent there will be Stations of the Cross
& Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament, from 7.00 to 7.45pm
(concluding with Benediction). Confessions will also be available (N.B.
except on 29 March). Please sign-up if you are willing to lead.

Also, on Saturday, 19 March, we will have Mass at 10.00am to
celebrate the Feast of St Joseph, to offer thanksgiving and to pray for the
needs of the parish.
